RESOLUTION NO. 17 of 2010
A RESOLUTION OF THE BOROUGH OF CONSHOHOCKEN, MONTGOMERY COUNTY, PENNSYLVANIA, PROVIDING FOR CERTAIN AUTHORIZED HOURS DURING WHICH PEDDLING AND SOLICITING MAY BE CONDUCTED IN THE BOROUGH; REPEALING INCONSISTENT RESOLUTIONS OR PARTS THEREOF; CONTAINING A SAVINGS CLAUSE; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE 


WHEREAS, Borough Council has adopted Ordinance 05-2007, codified at Chapter 13, Part 13, of the Conshohocken Borough Code, which regulates Peddling and Soliciting within the public right of ways in the Borough; and


WHEREAS, Chapter 13, Part 13 § 13-1304(D) provides that the Borough Council shall set the hours within which peddling and soliciting may be conducted by Resolution; and


WHEREAS, the Borough Council desires to permit peddling and soliciting within the Borough during certain hours, upon recommendation of the Police Chief, and consistent with the terms of § 13-1304(D) of the Conshohocken Borough Code;


NOW THEREFORE, it is hereby RESOLVED by the Conshohocken Borough Council as follows:

SECTION I

Designation of Hours for Peddling and Soliciting


The Borough Council hereby establishes that all peddling and soliciting activity conducted in the Borough, and under the terms of Chapter 13, Part 13 of the Conshohocken Borough Code, shall be conducted within the following hours:

a.
Monday through Saturday, beginning at 9:00 AM, and ending at either dusk or 7:00 PM, whichever is earlier.

b.
There shall be no peddling or soliciting on Sundays.

SECTION II

Repealer

Any and all other Resolutions or parts of Resolutions in violation or in conflict with the terms, conditions and provisions of this Resolution are hereby repealed to the extent of such irreconcilable conflict.  

SECTION III

Savings Clause

The terms, conditions and provisions of this Resolution are hereby declared to be severable, and, should any portion, part or provision of this Resolution be found by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, enforceable or unconstitutional, the Council hereby declares its intent that the Resolution shall have been enacted without regard to the invalid, enforceable, or unconstitutional portion, part or provision of this Resolution.

SECTION IV

Effective Date

This Resolution shall be effective immediately.
